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How to Export Audio and Video from Camerainto AVI
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Introduction

Most of ACTi cameras support audio-in by built-in microphone or by 3.5mm phone jack or by
the terminal block. A recorded sound from the camera site is a valuable addition to video
evidence; therefore ACTi has focused on providing total solution that supports both video and
audio from its generation all the way to the final product, which is an exported AVI file

containing both audio and video.

Supposing that you have already chosen a suitable camera that supports audio-in (see the

Reference: The List of Cameras Supporting Audio-In) and made sure that the external

microphone is connected in case of a model without built-in microphone, then you can move

on to carry out the necessary procedures in both camera firmware as well as in the NVR.
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Stream Audio and Video from the

Camera

Step 1: Log into Web Configurator of the camera and make sure the Audio-in is Enabled in

Video Settings menu.
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Step 2: Make sure the live view of Video Display does not have a muted video i the fimuted

checkbox has to remain empty.

After that, the camera is fully ready to support audio stream from the camera to NVR.

Step 3: Un-mute the sound in NVR& ActiveMonitor i you will be able to hear the sound from
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Step 4: In ActivePlayer, you find the recorded files. When you start to playback a file,

remember to un-mute the sound, after that you will be able to hear the sound of the video clip.
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Step 5: Export the video into AVI format. When you have selected the video clip you want to
export as AVI, press fExport0button, select fAVIoformat, and press Mpplya Before that, you

can also modify the path of the exported file if you like.
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Wait until the exporting process is completed.
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Step 6: Go to the folder of the exported files, and you can find the AVI file there. You can play
the file with any AVI-supported media players, such as Windows Media Player, and you will be

able to hear the sound along with the video.
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
